 **  Transit traffic is between one Provence or country and anther, not between the various sections. For example, the Union to   

       Durban main line passes through the southern area of Mpumalanga Province but most traffic is Transit, between KwaZulu Natal

       and Gauteng. 
The total traffic over each route is misleading, since it duplicates traffic which passes over each. It is important to consider the fact that a significant portion of traffic flows over two or more routes. The figure of 149 366 944 total tons is, therefore misleading. A more accurate estimation is the combined forwarded (Generated) and the Intrastate figure – 108 763 945 tons. To this figure Transit traffic must be added. The final tonnage moving through the Province, is therefore, 137 643 037 tons.
